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	How can we use our imagination to create a world of stories around a character?

	“But now I will journey through the imagination. I will explore the universe of stories.” 

Students produce a role play around this quote. 


	Teacher holds up a mug and says “This is a mug that belonged to Dorothea Malone. Imagine Dorothea, holding the mug.”
(one minute, heads on desk, imagine)
Teacher to ask a student:

What is she wearing as she holds the mug?

Was she wearing glasses?

Is she alone when she was drinking her tea?

What sort of room was she in?

What was she like as a child?
Teacher then adapts to student’s responses and asks further questions. 

Students then ask each other these sorts of questions in pairs to build up a character. 

Give each side of the room another object to use to create a character. Use the questions:

Who did it belong to?

What were they wearing?

Were they alone?

What sort of room were they in?

What were they like as a child?

Were they happy in their life?

Why did they fail their exams at school?

What was the proudest moment in their life?

Students answer these questions in pairs to create a character. 

Another object. Students have a go at asking each other their own questions. The characters can be human, animal, spiritual etc. The objects just act as a prompt for stories.  


	Students have 10 minutes to imagine their character silently and produce an artistic response that shows their character. 
Link back to starter statement and discuss. 
Homework: record ideas/notes in journal
	4 objects needed. 

	How can I create different kinds of stories?


	Snowball different kinds of stories…

e.g. sad stories (students write idea on paper, screw it up and throw the snowball, another student picks up, adds to it, and so on). 

	Display quote on board: “Happy stories, sad stories, funny stories, daft stories, gory stories, strange stories. All kinds of stories”

Pick out a story genre from the hat (genres written on paper by teacher) and an object from the bag (candle, penny, necklace, etc…) in groups. Mindmap ideas in a group. 

25 silent minutes to individually write a story around that object. 
Share stories in groups. Students pick favourite part/idea from each story and put together to create “tiny” story: 50 words. 


	Feedback tiny stories to class, who guess genre. 
Homework: record ideas/notes in journal
	Objects
Hat of genres

	What is The StoryPark?
	
	Class reading of story, pausing to discuss characters/ideas. 
	Students respond in a creative way to the story: art, poem. Drama, play dough modelling etc
Homework: record ideas/notes in journal


	

	What might I find in the StoryPark? (if the weather is kind!)

	Take students outside onto field. Students make notes on the 5 senses. 
	In a circle, share some objects. Students have to pass them around, feeling them, looking at them, discussing them, smelling them, shaking them etc. 
Volunteers start off a story in a circle, and develop them round the circle. 

 
	Back to the classroom: make notes into notebook for ideas. 
	Clipboards

	How can I find my own inspiration for stories?
	Teacher guides students on a mental journey through a park (using some ideas from last lesson). Students have heads on desks and pause to pick up objects mentally. Class list of objects afterwards. Help students to pick one and make stories around it. 


	Students in groups create their own park with maps and the objects that could be found on sugar paper. Pin up round the room and students circulate to discuss objects and start to create stories. 
	Set up homework: to find an object and bring it in. These will go in a bag next lesson so not valuable/personal!
	

	How can we produce a plot for a story?
	Put all objects in a bag. Groups of 4 pick out one each. Mindmap ideas. (Groups are final groups so select wisely!)
	Produce 3 plots for each on a plot timeline. 
Create a silent role play of your favourite, trying to convey character, tone and emotion. 
How will it begin? 

How will it develop?

How will it end?

	Watch student’s performances, and they comment on eachother’s in reference to the structure of the plot. 
Homework: record ideas/notes in journal
	

	How can we start our story (library lesson?)
	Read different story beginnings from the library/book box. How do different writers engage their reader? What techniques are used? 

	In pairs, write story introduction. 

Feedback to other pair and choose ideas from both. Put them together to create first paragraph. 

	Swap with another group and peer assess. 
	

	Editing lessons: in computer room/classroom
	
	When students are working in the computer room/classroom on drafts, there are several options for making sure every student is actively involved. Choose a combination of these options to suit class:

1. Two students writing up next part of story, two students checking and improving previous lesson’s work. 

2. One student improving vocab, one checking range of punctuation, one checking how well paragraphs link together, one writing next paragraph

3. Students write next paragraph in pairs, then share and combine best features

4. Three students writing next paragraph, one student from each group attends tutorial led by teacher to go back and feedback advice to rest of group e.g. how to link story together (whole text cohesion)

5. Two students write, two read texts from genre and find inspiration, feeding back to the two writing
